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PRAYER UPDATES FROM AROUND THE WORLD


Pray that there will be deep spiritual transformation and renewed faith among our people who engage with New Testament Scriptures, including audio Bibles and Bible apps. Pray also for peace in our region, which is again affected by violent conflict between some communities.

No More Second-Hand Gospel
A Deaf pastor in Barcelona, Spain, is thankful for translated materials produced by the Catalan Sign Language team. During his sermon, he’s able to link his phone to a projector and show the verses that he’s preaching on. The church has typically read passages in other languages and then relied on an interpreter. Now, the congregation engages directly with the passage—no middleman needed. “For a Deaf person, this is very meaningful,” the pastor explains.
The translation team is planning to dedicate the New Testament in December 2026 and has started working on the Old Testament.

That the Deaf in Spain are gaining access to Scripture in the language they understand best.

Printed Scripture Brings Joy to 2 People Groups
To hear God’s Word in your language is one thing, as the Driway and Ikimeg people have been able to do for several years. But to hold it in your hands—that is the joy these 2 people groups recently experienced as they celebrated the dedication of printed New Testaments.
There is a strong symbolic value for believers to have Scripture in print. Even Hindus who attended a dedication seemed genuinely happy that a holy book was being published in their language.

The Bella project is facing significant obstacles in its homestretch toward completing the whole Bible. A change in local laws has made it difficult to create a new contract with the translator, and the only viable option is more costly than the budget can cover. Pray that the field partner will find a way to renew the contract for 2 more years so the translator can finish the last Bible book.

Equipping Deaf to Start Sign Language Projects

Of the more than 380 sign languages worldwide, 78 have access to portions of Scripture.  Just 1—American Sign Language—has a complete Bible.
The European Deaf Christian Bible Translation Conference that took place earlier this month in Buhl, France, offered training, fellowship, networking opportunities, and a welcoming environment for the Deaf who are wanting to launch Bible translation projects in their own sign language. The conference provided a unique opportunity for the Deaf community to ask questions and communicate directly with those experienced in translating Scripture into sign language.
Representatives from sign language teams from Central Asia and the Asia Pacific Sign Language Development Association participated in the conference to increase collaboration and discuss effective strategies for reaching the Deaf in their parts of the world.  
PRAY
That many who attended the conference will have the confidence and courage to launch new sign language projects.

PRAY FOR AN ACTIVE TRANSLATION PROJECT
Nomad New Testament Nearly Complete 

The team working on the Nomad Narratives project that we prayed for in 2024 plans to finish their New Testament soon! This is great news for the 2.5 million people that live in a mountainous region spread over 2 countries in Western Asia. They are primarily goat and sheep herders who travel to the high mountains in the summer, then back to their villages in the winter. 

Along with providing the Nomad New Testament, the team will supply copies of stories on the Life of Moses, Life of David, and Life of Jesus. The multi-agency team overseeing the project, in close partnership with the ethnic church, is aiming for a Christmas 2025 digital publication date. It will be printed separately in the 2 countries early in 2026.

Boaz Takes on New Challenge
Amazing progress has been made in addressing the global shortage of Bible translation consultants; however, the lack of certified Deaf translation consultants remains. Thus, the Eurasia team is excited to start a new consultant in training internship for Boaz, who works with DOOR, and previously trained with Whole World Institute. He has a strong theoretical foundation but needs further training in practical application to complete his certification pathway. He hopes to earn his certification by the end of 2026 and looks forward to serving Deaf teams across Eurasia.

Living Out a Difficult Command
God gave Nomad Narratives team member “Humble” an opportunity to live out Christ’s command to “love your enemies.” When his brother-in- law, a man who alienated Humble and his wife from their extended family, suddenly needed their help, they found it difficult to show love.
This brother-in-law had once served with them in ministry but then converted to Islam and started calling for Humble’s death. His threats were a source of extreme pain and anxiety.
Recently, he was beaten unconscious by a government forest guard and needed significant treatment at the hospital. Humble and his wife took him in, spoon-fed him, changed his bandages, and prayed for him. They advocated for a cash settlement to cover his months of lost wages. When the brother-in-law returned home, he was willing to remain in contact with Humble and his wife—encouraging progress for now.

That these demonstrations of love will draw this man back to Jesus.






Pray Now

Pray for the Northern Ireland Sign Language project to start making headway. Project leaders have had difficulty finding people who are willing to serve as translators, especially as full-time translators. They posted an advertisement for the position, but found out that people were having trouble accessing the information. They cleared this up; however, only a few people have applied. Ask God to provide committed individuals who are willing to work at least 4 days a week.
